The Ohio National Guard personnel will be training the ANA forces jointly with members 
of the Hungarian Armed Forces and will train in Hungary and Germany before deploying 
to Afghanistan.  
 
The joint Ohio-Hungarian mission is a continuation of a relationship formed in 1993 
between the Ohio National Guard and the Republic of Hungary as part of the National 
Guard Bureau’s State Partnership Program (SPP).  The SPP includes the National 
Guard in all 54 states and territories and fosters relationships with 62 foreign countries, 
including the Ohio National Guard’s partnership with the Republic of Serbia, 
inaugurated in September of 2006.
