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Ohio National Guard to host ribbon cutting ceremony for
new Field Maintenance Shop 9 at Camp Sherman

COLUMBUS, Ohio — The Ohio National Guard will host a ribbon-cutting ceremony
for the new Field Maintenance Shop 9 at 10 a.m. Monday, April 27, 2015, at 2154
Narrows Road, Chillicothe, Ohio 45601.

The new $3.2-million facility is co-located with Camp Sherman Joint Training Center
and encompasses more than 12,000 square feet, replacing aging and smaller facilities
in Piketon, Ohio. The federally-funded project offers improvements in maintenance work
stations, equipment systems and employee break areas. Incorporated into the facility
are the newest safety, environmental and energy management control systems to offer
the highest quality work environment to the 15 full-time federal technician employees.

The facility took 17 months to complete and provides increased maintenance
capabilities while decreasing operational costs. The lead project designer was Start
Consultants Inc., of Columbus, Ohio with general contracting managed by Henderson
Contractor Corporation of Columbus.
