The Ohio National Guard earned the Ohio Partnership for Excellence Silver Level and the Army 
Community of Excellence awards in 2009.  The Malcolm Baldridge criteria for organizational 
excellence were used to select recipients. 

The National Guard Association of the United States (NGAUS) recently honored eight members of 
the Ohio National Guard for acts of heroism and exemplary meritorious service.  This group
represents the largest number of Soldiers and Airmen chosen from Ohio in its recent history.

Through the State Partnership Program, Ohio continues its relationship with the Republic of Serbia 
and the Republic of Hungary.  More than 50 exchange visits have occurred with Serbia since the 
beginning of the partnership in 2006. Currently, Ohio National Guard and Hungarian Soldiers are 
engaged in a unique NATO mission fighting side-by-side in Afghanistan.
