Thousands of leaflets like this were dropped by American airplanes following the cessation
of hostilities. Many Japanese units were separated in the foothills and mountains of
Northern Luzon with no communication. The translation of this leaflet reads:

To Whom It May Concern. All Japanese Army and Soldiers.

In case this order may not reach you, we asked the American Army to help us about this

order to reach every Japanese Army and Soldier.

Order from Yamashita. Commanding Officer. August 30, 1945 ;
