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WEEK IN REVIEW

MAY 23-24,1865: Marking the end of the Civil War, nearly 150,000 Union Soldiers participate in the Grand Review of the
Army in Washington.

MAY 23,1921: The 211th Maintenance Company is organized in Dresden as Battery F, 135th Field Artillery.

MAY 24,1881: The 811th Engineer Company is organized in Lancaster as Company E, 6th Infantry (Mt. Pleasant Guards).

MAY 24-27,1934: Gov. George White calls out 1,350 Ohio Guardsmen to Toledo in response to a violent strike at the
Toledo Auto-Lite plant.

MAY 25,1864: The Army of the Cumberland’s XX Corps, under the command of Maj. Gen. Joseph Hooker, attacks the
Confederate left flank at the Battle of New Hope Church, Ga. Hooker's three divisions included 10 Ohio infantry regiments
and a battery of light artillery.

MAY 25,1900: Company B, 837th Engineer Battalion is organized in Spencerville as Company F, 2d Infantry Regiment.

MAY 26,1942: The 37th Infantry Division sails from San Francisco for Fiji and New Zealand.

MAY 27,1864: Brig. Gen. Thomas Wood's 3d Division, IV Corps conducts the main assault against the Confederate right
flank at the Battle of Pickett's Mill, Ga. Ohio regiments made up 10 of the 22 regiments in Wood's three brigades.

MAY 27,1908: Congress passes the Second Dick Act, named for Ohio National Guard Maj. Gen. Charles Dick. It was one in
a series of laws that restructured the old militia into the modern National Guard.

MAY 29, 1945: The 37th Infantry Division begins the Cagayen Valley Campaign on Luzon, Philippine Islands.
